Dress Code

A high standard of dress is required at all times.

Course – Club uniform for players.

Caddies and Supporters – Shirts must have collars. Tee shirts, jeans or clothing with motifs or slogans are not permitted. Running or beach type shorts are not permitted.

Clubhouse – Neat golfing attire.

Shower facilities – Available. Towels not provided.
Start Times

Start times will be strictly adhered too unless weather conditions prevent a start on time.

Pace of Play

Members of the AGI Match Committee and qualified referees will be in attendance on the day and have the authority to apply the appropriate penalties for slow play. Where a group is deemed to be slow, the group will be warned and requested to regain their position in the field. If the warning is not heeded the slow player will be identified by timing each player in the group. The player will be advised he is playing outside the per shot time limits and requested to play within those limits. If the player does not heed the request, he will automatically forfeit his match. The players will be advised they are being timed – please note the per shot time limits are:

· 45 seconds for the first player to play from the tee, fairway or green.

· 30 seconds for the remainder of the group.

Timing will commence when clearly the player’s turn is unobstructed.

We ask that Managers request their players to:

· Play without undue delay

· Keep up with the four in front

· Walk briskly between shots

· Co-operate with Officials

Practice on the Course on Finals Day

Practice prior to play on Finals Day is only permitted in the designated practice areas. They are:

The practice putting green between the 1st Tee and 18th green
Driving Range
The course is NOT PART of the designated practice areas and any play on the course, a green or from any bunker other than a practice bunker prior to the round will attract the following penalties:
· 1st Offence – Loss of the first hole

· Subsequent Offences – Forfeiture of the Match

Golf Carts
We regret golf carts will not be available other than for referees and Match Committee personnel.

Soft Spikes / Wide Wheeled Trundlers

Whitford Park Golf Club has a policy of soft spiked golf shoes and wide wheeled trundlers. Please advise your representatives accordingly.
Team Managers / Advisors

Team Managers and / or Advisors are deemed part of each match. Penalties or infringements of the Rules of Golf or the Competition by them will be applied to their player of the match affected.

Mobile Telephones

The use of mobile telephones other than for an emergency is strictly prohibited. Penalty for breach – the player will be removed from the competition.

All Team entry Sheets are required in the Association Office by 4.00pm on Monday 12th May 2014.
